NT debut, the production will run in the Lyttelton theatre until 25 January 2025 and release to

Rainey’s Black Bottom), Ncuti Gatwa (Doctor Who), Jasmine Kerr (Follies), Amanda 

Lawrence (Star Wars: Episode – IX The Rise of Skywalker), Gillian McCafferty (The Rise & 

Fall of Little Voice), Elliot Pritchard (Museum of Austerity), Eliza Scanlen  (Little Women), 

Hugh Skinner (W1A) and John Vernon (Coriolanus).  

While assuming the role of a dutiful guardian in the country, Jack (Hugh Skinner) lets loose in 

town under a false identity. Meanwhile, his friend Algy (Ncuti Gatwa) adopts a similar facade. 

Hoping to impress two eligible ladies, the gentlemen find themselves caught in a web of lies 

they must carefully navigate.
