FULL CASTING ANNOUNCED AS REHEARSALS BEGIN FOR THE 

TERENCE RATTIGAN REVIVAL OF MAN AND BOY AT THE 

NATIONAL THEATRE 

 

The National Theatre today announces full casting for Man and Boy,  Terence Rattigan's 

tale of fatherhood and corruption, marking Director Anthony Lau’s (The Crucible) National 

Theatre debut. As previously announced, Ben Daniels (The Normal Heart) and Laurie 

Kynaston (Long Day’s Journey into Night) will play father and son, Gregor Antonescu and 

Basil Anthony, in this contemporary adaptation. Man and Boy will run in the Dorfman theatre 

from 30 January until 14 March 2026. 

Joining Ben and Laurie will be Phoebe Campbell as Carol Penn, Nick Fletcher as Sven 

Johnson, Isabella Laughland as Countess Antonescu, Malcolm Sinclair as Mark Herries 

and Leo Wan as David Beeston.
