It returns to captivate a whole new 

generation from 16 May until 30 July 2026.   

War Horse tells the remarkable story of a young boy called Albert and his horse Joey, set 

against the backdrop of the First World War.  It is a timeless story of love, courage and 

friendship, brought to life by astonishing life-sized horses from Handspring Puppet 

Company and a stirring musical score.

At the outbreak of the First World War, young Albert’s beloved horse Joey is sold to the 

cavalry and shipped to France. Too young to enlist, Albert refuses to forget him, embarking 

on an extraordinary journey from the fields of rural Devon to the trenches of wartime France 

– determined to bring Joey home.  

War Horse received its world premiere on 9 October 2007 at the National Theatre, where it 

played for two seasons before opening at the New London Theatre in March 2009.  Since 

then, War Horse has been seen in over 100 cities in 15 countries, including productions on 

Broadway, in Toronto and Berlin, with touring productions in the UK and Ireland, North 

America, the Netherlands and Belgium.  Michael Morpurgo’s global best-selling novel has 

now sold over 2 million copies worldwide and in 44 different languages.  

War Horse will play in the Olivier theatre Saturday 16 May to Thursday 30 July 2026, with 

an opening performance on Tuesday 2 June 2026.
